Portfolio Turnover

The Fund pays transaction costs, such as commissions, when it buys and sells securities (or “turns over” its portfolio). A
higher portfolio turnover rate may indicate higher transaction costs and may result in higher taxes when Fund shares
are held in a taxable account. These costs, which are not reflected in annual fund operating expenses or in the
example, affect the Fund’s performance. During the most recent fiscal year, the Fund’s portfolio turnover rate was 38%
of the average value of its portfolio.

Principal Investment Strategies

The Fund is a fund-of-funds that invests in various affiliated and unaffiliated mutual funds and exchange-traded funds
(“Underlying Funds”) to pursue its investment objective. We seek to achieve the Fund’s investment objective by
investing at least 80% of the Fund'’s net assets in equity securities (through investment in Underlying Funds). The Fund
is a diversified equity investment that consists of Underlying Funds that employ different and complementary
investment styles to provide potential for growth. These equity styles include large company, small company, and
international. Additionally, we may invest up to 20% of the Fund’s net assets in bond or alternative-style asset classes
(through investment in Underlying Funds).

Depending on market conditions, some equity asset classes will perform better than others. The Fund’s broad
diversification across equity styles and the use of tactical allocation between equity styles may help to reduce the
overall impact of poor performance in any one equity asset class.

We employ both quantitative analysis and qualitative judgments in making tactical allocations among various
Underlying Funds. Quantitative analysis involves the use of proprietary asset allocation models, which employ various
valuation techniques. Qualitative judgments are made based on assessments of a number of factors, including
economic conditions, corporate earnings, monetary policy, market valuations, investor sentiment, and market
technicals. Changes to effective allocations in the Fund may be implemented with index futures contracts or by buying
and selling Underlying Funds, or both.

The Fund incorporates a derivatives overlay strategy that contains two specific risk management components: 1.)
Volatility Management Overlay (VMO) and 2.) Tail Risk Management (TRM). Together these strategies will allow the Fund
to attempt to manage short-term volatility, mitigate risk and/or improve returns under certain market conditions. To
execute this overlay strategy, the Fund invests in long and/or short positions in exchange-traded futures contracts
across a variety of asset classes, which include, but are not limited to, stocks, bonds, and currencies.

Principal Investment Risks

An investment in the Fund may lose money, is not a deposit of a bank or its affiliates, is not insured or guaranteed by
the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or any other governmental agency, and is primarily subject to the risks
briefly summarized below.

Market Risk. The values of, and/or the income generated by, securities held by the Fund may decline due to general
market conditions or other factors, including those directly involving the issuers of such securities. Securities markets
are volatile and may decline significantly in response to adverse issuer, regulatory, political, or economic
developments. Different sectors of the market and different security types may react differently to such developments.
Equity Securities Risk. The values of equity securities may experience periods of substantial price volatility and may
decline significantly over short time periods. In general, the values of equity securities are more volatile than those of
debt securities. Equity securities fluctuate in value and price in response to factors specific to the issuer of the security,
such as management performance, financial condition, and market demand for the issuer’s products or services, as
well as factors unrelated to the fundamental condition of the issuer, including general market, economic and political
conditions. Different parts of a market, industry and sector may react differently to adverse issuer, market, regulatory,
political, and economic developments.

Underlying Funds Risk. The risks associated with a Fund include the risks related to each Underlying Fund in which the
Fund invests.

Alternative Investment Risk. Alternative investment strategies, which may include, but are not limited to, investing in
or having exposure to real estate, commodities (including precious metals), foreign currency, natural resources and
other non-traditional investments, or following managed futures, event driven, global multi-asset, long-short, market
neutral or other tactical investment strategies, may involve complex securities types or transactions and extensive
short positions and/or focus on narrow segments of the market, which may increase and/or magnify the overall risks
and volatility associated with the strategies.

Derivatives Risk. The use of derivatives, such as futures, options and swap agreements, can lead to losses, including
those magnified by leverage, particularly when derivatives are used to enhance return rather than mitigate risk. Certain
derivative instruments may be difficult to sell when the portfolio manager believes it would be appropriate to do so, or
the other party to a derivative contract may be unwilling or unable to fulfill its contractual obligations.

Emerging Markets Risk. Emerging market securities typically present even greater exposure to the risks described
under “Foreign Investment Risk” and may be particularly sensitive to global economic conditions. Emerging market
securities are also typically less liquid than securities of developed countries and could be difficult to sell, particularly
during a market downturn.

Foreign Investment Risk. Foreign investments may be subject to lower liquidity, greater price volatility and risks related
to adverse political, regulatory, market or economic developments. Foreign investments may involve exposure to
changes in foreign currency exchange rates and may be subject to higher withholding and other taxes.

Futures Contracts Risk. A Fund that uses futures contracts, which are a type of derivative, is subject to the risk of loss
caused by unanticipated market movements. In addition, there may at times be an imperfect correlation between the
movement in the prices of futures contracts and the value of their underlying instruments or indexes, and there may at
times not be a liquid secondary market for certain futures contracts.

Growth/Value Investing Risk. Securities that exhibit growth or value characteristics tend to perform differently and
shift into and out of favor with investors depending on changes in market and economic sentiment and conditions.
Management Risk. Investment decisions, techniques, analyses or models implemented by a Fund’s manager or
sub-adviser in seeking to achieve the Fund’s investment objective may not produce expected returns, may cause the
Fund'’s shares to lose value or may cause the Fund to underperform other funds with similar investment objectives.
Smaller Company Securities Risk. Securities of companies with smaller market capitalizations tend to be more volatile
and less liquid than those of larger companies.
